The speakers represented women working in state and
private groups in areas such as health, the economy, and
education. After each panel we broke into small groups
to talk about how women can overcome obstacles in
each area. In the discussion on women and the econ-
omy the three biggest issues facing women were:

cost and availability of day care; low minimum wage;
affordable health care for women and not losing Medi-
Cal when they enter the workforce. We, as educated
women, can work to remove the obstacles to affordable
day care, higher minimum wage and affordable health
care, we just need more passion.

Talk about passion! Pat Oberg and Colleen Wilson are

working on a Beijing * 10 program for our branch in
April. Watch for details.

DID YOU KNOW THAT SANTA ROSA AND SONOMA COUNTY HAVE PASSED RESOLUTIONS ABOUT
CEDAW? MAYBE YOU DIDN'T EVEN KNOW WHAT CEDAW Is. CEDAW STANDS FOR THE
CONVENTION TO ELIMINATE ALL FORMS OF DISCRIMINATION AGAINST WOMEN. THE GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF THE UNITED NATIONS ADOPTED THIS TREATY, AN INTERNATIONAL BILL OF
RIGHTS FOR WOMEN, IN 1979.

ARTICLE | OF THE CONVENTION DEFINES "DISCRIMINATION AGAINST WOMEN" AS
ANY DISTINCTION, EXCLUSION, OR RESTRICTION MADE ON THE BASIS OF SEX WHICH HAS THE
EFFECT OR PURPOSE OF IMPAIRING OR NULLIFYING THE RECOGNITION, ENJOYMENT, OR
EXERCISE BY WOMEN, IRRESPECTIVE OF THEIR MARITAL STATUS, ON A BASIS OF EQUALITY OF
MEN AND WOMEN, OF HUMAN RIGHTS AND FUNDAMENTAL FREEDOMS IN THE POLITICAL,

ECONOMIC, SOCIAL CULTURAL, CIVIL OR ANY OTHER FIELD.

THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA HAS PASSED RESOLUTIONS SUPPORTING IT TWICE. OUR
COUNTRY IS ONE OF THE FEW COUNTRIES THAT HAVE NOT RATIFIED IT. THE AMERICAN
ASSOCIATION OF UNIVERSITY WOMEN, OF COURSE, ENDORSES THE U.S. RATIFICATION OF THIS
IMPORTANT TREATY FOR THE RIGHTS OF WOMEN.
