Every year AAUW joins with over thirty 
other organizations in the California
Coalition for Reproductive Freedom to 
hold a lobby day in Sacramento. This 
year it will be held on March 29, 2006, at 
the Sacramento Convention Center, 
beginning with registration at 8:00 a.m. 
and ending with a General session at 
3:45 p.m. 

The goals for participants are to edu-
cate legislators, caucus with Women's 
Health Advocates from all over the 
state, protect women's health issues, 
and learn about emerging issues. 

After being briefed about how to make 
educational visits to legislators, parti-
cipants will keep appointments made for 
them in advance with their local legis-
lators, whenever possible, to present 
the views of the California Coalition
for Reproductive Freedom and to discuss 
impending bills which affect reproduc-
tive freedom.

  Linda Bors, Vice President of Finance & Chair, IFUW Working Group

STATUS REPORT:   AAUW/IFUW MEMBERSHIP DUES

1. Approved the Board IFUW Working Group’s proposal for taking voluntary, 
non-tax-deductible contributions from AAUW members until June 30, 2007, toward satisfying AAUW’s obligation for 
IFUWcalendar years 2005 through 2007.  Details of the contribution opportunity and integral plan for its 
implementation will be developed by the Board, IFUW Working Group and staff.

2. Adopted a statement that,  “AAUW is financially unable to pay, and therefore will not pay, IFUW dues for 
calendar years 2005-2007 from current AAUW funding sources.” This is based on the thorough analysis of current 
budgeted items and available reserves.

Additional details concerning the internal plan and contribution opportunity as well as the commitment plan for IFUW 
participation, will be distributed in the near future.”
